As a coders/ programmers…
Key question: How can I communicate information in an engaging way?
Big idea (Concept, NC):  Pupils are responsible, competent, confident and creative users of information and communication technology
Knowledge/ Context:  Use presentation software to accomplish a given goal, including collecting and presenting data and information.  
Key skill(s):  Making notes; editing information - so that it is presented clearly;  Adding photos.  
Vocab: edit, insert, copy, paste, save, format, font, text, transitions, animations, design, layout, review, text box

As theologians…
Key question: How do festivals and family life show what matters to Jewish people?
Big idea (Concept, NC): What matters to Jewish people – customs and practices?  
Knowledge/ Context:  how stories and festivals link to Jewish beliefs and practices. 
Key skill(s):  Making the connections between religion and identity.  
Vocab:  Shabbat, Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, Pesach, Torah, repentance, forgiveness.  

As scientists, we will focus on: 
Key question: How do magnets work?

Big idea: (Concept, NC): understand the effect of magnetism 
Knowledge/ Context: describe magnets as having 2 poles; know that magnetic forces can act at a distance.   
Key skill(s): fair testing; predicting; observe how magnets attract/ repel each other and attract some materials and not others 
Vocab: push/pull, magnetism, magnetic
NOTE: Science Week – a range of activities linked to a theme.  

As sports people…
Focus sport: tennis, swimming, dance
Some classes will continue to attend swimming lessons in order to be safe in the water and swim competently.  

Tennis – to develop ball skills, to send and receive a ball by rallying a ball with a partner 
Dance – to create a dance motif in small groups inspired by the wider curriculum, eg The Iron Man
Ref ‘PE Planning’ unit:
As geographers we will be learning:
Key question:  Are there similarities between a European city (Toulon) and a UK city (Plymouth)? 
Big idea: (Concept, NC): locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe; understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography of a city – contrast location in the United Kingdom and a city in a European country.
Knowledge/ Context: Study of a European country;  Toulon-contrast with local area.
Key skill(s): understand similarities and differences of human and physical geography, use a variety of maps, understand scale
Vocab: scale, coast, port, contrast, compare, British Isles, Mediterranean Sea, English Channel




As designers…
Key question: Can we design and make a strong model with moveable joins - inspired by ‘The Iron Man’?
Big idea (Concept, NC): select from and use a wider range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks [for example, cutting, shaping, joining and finishing], accurately
Knowledge/ Context: Using recycled materials to create models (Iron Man)
Key skill(s): apply their understanding of how to strengthen, stiffen and reinforce more complex structures
Vocab: reduce, re-use, recycle, joints, slotting, hinge.

As musicians… Key question: How has music changed (Y3)?
Big idea (Concept, NC): Musical influences through time
Knowledge/ Context: Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality music.
Key skill(s): listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing oral memory; Develop an understanding of the history of music.    
Vocab: rhythm, dynamics, plucking, strumming, musical genre, e.g. jazz;
Year 4: learning to play an instrument – ukulele – perform, listen and review music; To use and understand musical notation.


Play and perform with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression.  Listen with attention and recall sounds.
Focus instrument: Ukulele with Leicestershire Arts and recorder (Year 3)
