	Specific Areas

	PSED
	- Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community.
- Do not always need an adult to remind them of a rule.
- Help to find solutions to conflicts and rivalries. For example, accepting that not everyone can be Spider-Man in the game, and suggesting other ideas.
	Literacy
	- Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.
- Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter– sound correspondences.
- Write some or all of their name.
- Write some letters accurately.
- Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s.

	PD
	- Make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing.
- Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons.
-Are increasingly able to use and remember sequences and patterns of movements which are related to music and rhythm.
- Match their developing physical skills to tasks and activities in the setting. For example, they decide whether to crawl, walk or run across a plank, depending upon its length of width.
- Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group.
	Maths
	- Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’).
- Subitise.
- Count beyond 10.
- Explore the composition of numbers to 10.
- Understand position through words alone – for example, “The bag is under the table,” – with no pointing.
- Discuss routes and locations, using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’.
- Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf. 


	C&L
	- Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?”
-Engage in non-fiction books.
-Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding.
- Learn rhymes, poems and songs.
-Learn new vocabulary.
-May have problems saying: - some sounds: r, j, th, ch, and sh - multisyllabic words such as ‘pterodactyl’, ‘planetarium’ or ‘hippopotamus’.
-Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words as well as actions.
-Know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books, and be able to tell a long story.
-Use new vocabulary through the day.
-Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.
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	- Show interest in different occupations.
- Draw information from a simple map.
- Recognise some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries.
- Explore collections of materials with similar and/or different properties. 
- Explore the natural world around them.
