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As sports people, we focus on: Hockey and Indoor Golf
Big idea (Concept, NC): mastering basic movement including running, jumping, throwing and catching and developing co-ordination, balance and agility 
Key skill(s): move, control and stop a ball with a stick/ club
Vocab: club, stick, dribbling, goal, push pass, score, technique

In PSHE, we will focus on: Dreams and Goals
Big idea (Concept): Setting simple goals, how to achieve them as well as overcoming difficulties.
Knowledge: Children will know how to set simple goals and how to achieve them. Children explore how to work well with a partner. Understand that tackling a challenge can stretch their learning. Children can identify obstacles which might make achieving their goals difficult and work out how to overcome them. Know when a goal has been achieved

Skills:  Children will be able to recognise things that they do well.  Explain how they learn best. Celebrate an achievement with a friend and recognise their own feelings when faced with a challenge or obstacle. • Recognise their own feelings when they are faced with an obstacle. Children learn how they can store feelings of success so that they can be used in the future

Vocab: Proud, Success, Achievement, Goal, Treasure, Coins, Goal, Learning, Stepping-stones, Process, Working together, Team work, Celebrate, Learning, Stretchy, Challenge, Feelings, Obstacle, Overcome, Achieve, Dreams, Goals.

As musicians, we will focus on rhythm
Key question:  How is rhythm different to pulse?
Big idea (Concept, NC): Explore rhythm through play
Knowledge/ Context: use pictures to represent sounds, evaluate work            
Key skill(s): performance- keep a pulse, recognise changes in tempo
Vocab: graphic notation, ostinato, pulse, tempo, rhythm

As artists we will focus on exploring watercolour
Big idea: (Concept, NC): Watercolours have special characteristics. We can use the element of surprise and accidents to help us create art. We can develop our painting by reflecting on what we see and adding new lines and shapes to create imagery.
Knowledge/ Context: Enjoying exploration of watercolour, building understanding of the properties of the medium and opening minds as to how imagery can be created. 
Key skill(s): Exploring colour and shape, reflecting upon work and developing further and discovering other artists’ work.
Vocab: Explore, marks, shapes, colour, reflect, create, imagery, discover. 

Year 1/2 - Our topic this term is…
Our Wonderful World
[bookmark: _GoBack]LINKS with prior learning: building on knowledge of the world around us.
 
 
As a coders/ programmers…
Big idea (Concept): To be able to create and debug algorithms using Scratch Junior.
Knowledge: - To describe that a series of instructions is a sequence. To explain what happens when we change the order of instructions. To recall that a series of instructions can be issued before they are enacted.
To recognise that you can predict the outcome of a program. To consider the impact of choices made. To use logical reasoning to predict the outcome of a program. To build a sequence of commands in steps. To combine commands in a program.
Skills: Physically follow and give each other forward, backward & turn (right-angle) instructions. Articulate an algorithm to achieve a purpose. Plan and enter a sequence of instructions to achieve an algorithm. Use the word debug to correct any mistakes when programming. Evaluate outcomes when giving instructions to somebody or something. Predict what will happen & test results. Talk about similarities & differences between different coding devices/apps.
Vocab:  algorithm, code, Scratch Junior, bug, debug, sequence, blocks, instructions.

As theologists we will be learning
Key question:  What makes some places sacred to believers?
Big idea: (Concept, NC): Consider what people believe and what difference this makes to how they live. 
Knowledge/ Context:  Understanding the places of worship associated with Muslim, Jewish and Christian beliefs.
Key skill(s): Question, think, discuss, ponder, link
Vocab: Muslim, Jewish, Christian, church, mosque, synagogue




Writing opportunities:
Key texts: ‘This Is How We Do It’, by Matt Lamothe (looking at children’s lives around the world) and ‘Habitats’.
Genre: Letter writing and non-fiction writing.


As geographers, we will focus on:
Key question: How do the continents and oceans interlink?
Big idea: (Concept, NC): Naming and identifying the 7 continents and 5 oceans
Knowledge/ Context: Moving on from the UK the children will now consider the world in which we live.
Key skill(s): World map reading, identifying key features of each continents, looking at climate maps and distinct similarities and differences.
Vocab: Continents, oceans, climate, physical and human features. 

As scientists, we will focus on: 
Key question: Where do animals get their food from?
Big idea: (Concept, NC): describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a food chain
Knowledge/ Context: We look at what living things need to survive such as habitat. This year we are focusing on food. 
Key skill(s): Identifying, classifying and representing data in different ways – such as sorting animals, drawing and interpreting food chains, 
Vocab: dead, living, survival, food chains, sources of food
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
