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Writing opportunities:
Key texts: Write Stuff Units (Charlie and the Chocolate Factory) and Digestion (links to Science Unit and Computing unit). 


As sports people…
Focus sports: Hockey and Golf. Some classes will finish their 10 week Swimming unit which will take the place of one of their PE sessions whilst others will begin theirs. 
Big idea (Concept, NC):  Participate in competitive games, Work well as part of a team, Develop a range of skills with control, Evaluate own performance.  
Knowledge/ Context/Key Skills: Use a range of skills and tactics in game situations, Show control and coordination.

As a coders/ programmers we will be understanding and using multimedia and presenting information purposely
Key question:  Can we present information to an audience about the digestive system? 
Big idea (Concept, NC): select, use and combine a variety of software (including internet services) on a range of digital devices to design and create a range of programs, systems and content that accomplish given goals, including collecting, analysing, evaluating and presenting data and information. use technology safely, respectfully and responsibly; recognise acceptable/unacceptable behaviour; identify a range of ways to report concerns about content
Knowledge/ Context: To show how to import images to a project from the web and camera roll. To create and export an interactive presentation including a variety of media, animations, transitions and other effects. To embed digital content into a presentation and publish it.
Key skill(s): Explore & begin to evaluate the use of multimedia to enhance communication, Create & begin to edit presentation documents & text, experimenting with fonts, size, colour, alignment for emphasis & effect, Amend text & save changes. Use font sizes & effects such as bullet points appropriately. Explore how multimedia can be used for different purposes and combined for different effects. Be confident in creating & modifying text & presentation documents to achieve a specific purpose. Use a keyboard effectively, including the use of keyboard shortcuts
Vocab: animation, format, hyperlink, multimedia, slide, slideshow, theme, transition.

As theologians… we will continue to learn about Hinduism
Key question: What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain today?
Big idea (Concept, NC): Introduce the word dharma – this describes a Hindu’s whole way of life, there is no separation between their religious, social and moral duties
Knowledge/ Context: Explore what Hindus do to show their tradition within their faith communities. Find out about how Hindus show their faith within their families. Find out how Hindus celebrate Diwali in Britain today.
Key skill(s): make a connection between the word dharma and Hindu living in my local area, give examples of things Hindus do as part of dharma at home/in the mandir, ask some thoughtful questions about Hindu living, talk about whether there are good things like this in my own life and investigate and area of interest and present to others.
Vocab: arti and bhajans at the mandir, puja, dharma, Sanatan Dharma and Hinduism, way of life
As linguists we will… be learning French terminology for animals and food. 
Big idea (Concept, NC): learn to communicate in French
Knowledge/ Context: Units about Animals and Food. Animal names, homes, adjectives and prepositions.  Food names, cutlery, verbs associated with cooking.   
Key skill(s): listening, repeating and responding to simple questions.  Engage in conversations. Speak in sentences using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures.  Appreciate stories.  Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation.  
As historians we will be exploring Ancient Greece.
Key question: What was the lasting influence of Ancient Greece? 
Big idea: (Concept, NC): Ancient Greece - a study of Greek life, achievements and their influence on the western world
Knowledge/ Context: Chronology  - constructing a timeline ordering artefacts, 
Key skill(s): Interpretation   Research   Facts/opinion

Key question:  How can we use our voices to perform musically and expressively?
Big idea (Concept, NC): play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression

Key skill(s): sing fluently in unison, match pitch accurately, use dynamics, sing songs with more than one part, use expression to convey feeling, use actions, follow performance directions
Vocab: warm-up, tempo, pitch, melody, parts, notes, ostinato, breaths, conductor, posture, dynamics, diction, 
Year 4 – Learning to play an instrument - ukulele
-to perform, listen and review music

As designers… 
Key question: What mechanisms can I use to create a pop-up book?
Big idea (Concept, NC): Mechanical systems – levers and linkages
Knowledge/ Context: Creating pop-up storybooks linking to our English text Charlie and the Chocolate Factory
Key skill(s): cutting, joining, finishing skills, exploring, using and creating mechanisms such as flaps, levers and sliders, using annotated sketches and prototypes to design, model and communicate ideas, investigate and analyse similar products to inspire their design, evaluate their own product and ideas against criteria.
Vocabulary: mechanism, lever, linkage, flap, slider, joining, finishing
As scientists, we will focus on: The human digestions system and teeth in animals.
Key question: How animals designed to eat different foods? 
Big idea: The teeth and digestive system of animals are developed in a way to enable them to eat different foods. 
Knowledge/ Context: Describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans.
Identify different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions.
Construct/interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey.
Key skill(s): Modelling, ordering, research, grouping and sorting. Pattern seeking.
Vocab: Digestive system, oesophagus teeth, gums molar incisor, canine food chain, producer predator prey decay teeth mouth, Intestine (small and large) saliva stomach bladder rectum/anus.
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
