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As scientists, we will focus on: 
Key question: how does light behave – what happens and what predictions can we make?
Big idea (Concept, NC):  recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines. Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye.  Explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes.  Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.

Knowledge/ Context: light sources, reflections and shadows.
  
Key skill(s): investigate the relationship between light sources, objects and shadows by using shadow puppets. Extend their experience of light by looking a range of phenomena including rainbows, colours on soap bubbles, objects looking bent in water and coloured filters.

Vocab: light sources, reflections, shadows, straight lines, 

As musicians, we will focus on: 
Key question: How has the development of technology, structure and form influenced music?
Big idea (Concept, NC): Develop an understanding of the history of music. Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians
Knowledge/ Context: To understand and identify basic musical structure.
Key skill(s): Use and identify key features of basic musical structure. Use some musical devices when creating and playing music using voice, sounds, technology and instruments 
Vocab: bar, bridge, chorus, verse, intro, outro, structure, time signature
 
As artists, we will focus on:

Key question: Where and how do the experiences and passions of both designer and viewer meet?

Big idea (Concept, NC): when we design clothes, we can build 
an awareness of how 2d shapes might become 3d forms. We can use colour, pattern, line, shape, form, material, texture to express our creativity.

Knowledge/ Context: to use inspiration from fashion during WW2 (1930/1940s) to inspire modern design.

Key skill(s): paint mixing, designing 2d outfit, pattern making, collage, creating texture and depth with fabric design through colour choices

Vocab: contemporary, collage, acrylic, texture, mannequin 

As historians, we will focus on:

Key question:  How [have] people’s lives shaped this nation?

Big idea: (Concept, NC): understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting 
arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed

Knowledge/ Context: to take part in a local study to see how the locality was involved in and affected by WW2

Key skill(s): develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study. They should note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms.

Vocab: propaganda, blitz, evacuation, evacuee, rationing, allies, dictator
As sports people…
Focus sports: Golf (indoor) To develop our understanding of technique and accuracy when striking a ball. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Hockey (outdoor) To develop our understanding of a range of striking techniques and improve tactical awareness in game situations.
As a coders/ programmers, we will focus on:
Key question: How can I use multimedia software to create a presentation?

Big idea (Concept, NC): Select, use and combine a variety of software on a range of digital devices to design and create a range of content that accomplish given goals, including presenting information
Knowledge/ Context: To identify that videos can be edited on a recording device or on a computer and videos can be improved through and reshooting or editing.
Key skill(s): To recognise that filming techniques can be used to create different effects
Vocab: Adobe Spark, Movie Maker, Edit, transition, Credits
