	-Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter–sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words.
-Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.

	- Write short sentences with words with known sound-letter correspondences using a capital letter and full stop. 
- Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters.

	- Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5. 
- Automatically recall number bonds for numbers 0–10.


	
	Numerical Patterns
	- Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern. 
- Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity.
- Select shapes appropriately: flat surfaces for building, a triangular prism for a roof etc. 
- Combine shapes to make new ones - an arch, a bigger triangle etc.
-Select, rotate and manipulate shapes in order to develop spatial reasoning skills.
- Compose and decompose shapes so that children recognise a shape can have other shapes within it, just as numbers can.
-Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally.

	Past and Present
	-Talk about the lives of the people around them and their roles in society.


	
	People, Culture and Communities
	- Talk about members of their immediate family and community.
- Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps;


	
	The Natural World
	- Plant seeds and care for growing plants. 
- Understand the key features of the life cycle of a plant and an animal. 
- Talk about the differences between materials and changes they notice.
- Recognise some environments that are different to the one in which they live.
- Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants.


	Expressive Arts and Design
	Creating with Materials
	- Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details. 
- Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises. 
- Create collaboratively sharing ideas, resources and skills.
-Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.

	
	Being Imaginative and Expressive
	-Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear etc. 
- Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs.
- Watch and talk about dance and performance art, expressing their feelings and responses.
- Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.
